County), and most recently a Ministry Project Director at Friendship Celebration Lutheran in Meridian, 

Idaho (funded by the Northwest District and the Outreach Division of the LCMS). He is also the author 

of Worship Experiences (Gospel Light/Regal), a contributing author in the book, The Gospel according 

to Superheroes (Lang, 2005), as well as a frequent contributor to blogs and websites that contribute to 

the conversation regarding ministry in the 21
st
 century, ministry to families and children/students.
