Announcing: “Kaleidoscope ‘10” —Plans are now set for another creative six-day experience of the Christ
community based on Romans 12. For over 30 years this annual event has inspired and encouraged young people
of this district. It continues to be one of its most effective programs. Because it is unrepeatable for participants,
it is ever fresh and unique for each community that gathers around Word and Sacrament.

Will you encourage some of your young people to take advantage of this opportunity?

This year’s location will be the same as last year’s. The site is the Delano Bay Christian Camp near Lakebay,
WA (about 40 minutes west of the new Tacoma Narrows Bridge on the Key Peninsula). As in previous years,
K-Scope will begin at 2 p.m. on Sunday (August 1) and conclude on Friday at 2 p.m. (August 6).

The enclosed application brochure is all you will need to recommend up to four confirmed youth from your
congregation. The $165 fee per youth covers all expenses — including meals, housing and program materials.
