Our thanks and gratitude for the many LWML/LCMS World Relief Katrina relief kits that have been assembled already, some of which are already on their way to those who desperately need them. For those of you who haven't shipped yours yet the Cross Country Mission Ministry 18 wheeler will be available after the 25th for transporting kits. 

As of today (9-21-05) we are planning to have them drive from Idaho Falls, to Boise, to the Seattle area, to Portland, to Bend in Central Oregon, up to Pasco and then on to Norfolk, NE (details are still being worked out, but we will keep you posted on any changes).  
 

We need churches which are able to host an 18 wheeler and driver and are willing to be a central collection point for the boxed kits in the above mentioned cities during the week of September 25th.  Please notify Cynthia Behrens at mailto:behrenscy@aol.com by September 24 if your church could be a collection/pickup point or if your church has kits that could be picked up at a collection point.  Volunteers will be needed to help load the truck with boxes of kits at the collection points on the day of pickup. 

With Hurricane Rita approaching the northern gulf area again we can use more kits.  Check www.lwml.org to get the info on making the kits, labeling them and boxing them. We will notify you of collection points for the boxed and labeled kits as soon as we know them. Thanks to all of you who are working so hard to help those in need.  We'll give you more info as we get it.

Concordia Lutheran School, Marrero, LA
