· Sheets and bedding

· Towels

· Pillows

· Blankets

· School supplies like books, pens, pencils, paper, calculator, etc.

· Computer

· Lamp

· Microwaveable food

· Cleaning supplies

· Laundry supplies

· Personal supplies

· General room decor

OREGON DISTRICT LWML REFUGEE KIT INFORMATION
 

The need is IMMEDIATE and your help is NEEDED to publicize these kits, gather the items, sort, package and prepare them for shipping. 

Two requests:  
1. Start immediately to advertise and gather the items.  Bring any items collected before the LWML District retreat and BoD meeting NEXT WEEK on September 15-18, 2005 and we will sort and package them there to be ready to send off as soon as we get the distribution locations.
2. Then continue to publicize, gather, sort and package as many kits as possible and we will notify you of shipping information.  Perhaps societies within zones can team up to fill and send boxes more quickly for immediately use.  If there are hurricane refugees coming to your local area the kits can be used locally.  Please count the kits distributed or sent and send that number to District so we can have an accounting of our help.

These kits are for babies, children, adult women and adult men.  The items needed for each type of kit are listed below. Please read the instructions on the sheet carefully as each kit should be placed in a 2-gallon Ziploc bag and labeled.  In addition, the kits need to be packaged in boxes for shipment by type of kit (a box for children’s kits, a box for men’s kits, etc).

On approximately September 9 check the LWML website (www.lwml.org) for shipping information. The distribution locations are being secured at the present time, and this will enable you to have some boxes ready to ship for immediate use by the hurricane survivors. Here is the list of items for each kit:  Use 2 gal. Ziploc bags.  Label each bag (babies, etc.) Put all the same type of kit in a box and label boxes with type of kit and number of kits in the box.    

· Babies:  Diapers (as many as will fit in bag, any size), baby wipes, rash cream,  baby powder, Onesies  

·    Children:  Gel hand-sanitizer, toothbrush, toothpaste, deodorant, shampoo, soap, washcloth, hand towel, coloring book and crayons  

· Adult Women:  Tylenol, Tums (or generic brand), toothbrush, toothpaste, deodorant, soap, shampoo, female hygiene products, disposable razors, shave gel, band-aids, contact solution, Visine, Gel hand sanitizer, comb or brush, Kleenex, washcloth,  hand towel, Wal-Mart Gift card, Power bar or other healthy snack/cereal bar   

· Adult Men:  Tylenol, Tums (or generic brand), toothbrush, toothpaste, deodorant, shampoo, soap, disposable razors, shaving cream, band-aids, contact solution, Visine, Gel hand sanitizer, comb or brush, Kleenex, washcloth, hand towel,  Wal-Mart Gift card, Power bar or other healthy snack/cereal bar

PEACE OFFICER MINISTRIES
 

NOW District pastors Stephen Lee and Marty Frusti brought 500 Bibles printed by Peace Officer Ministries with special notes in them for officers.  They are being given out to the officer’s in the affected hurricane area and are getting an overwhelming response.  They would like to print more of these bibles (their goal is to get them to all the southern district officers, as they did during 911- they distributed over 11,000 bibles).  They have also acquired a satellite phone for the Waveland police department- which is completely gone and has little resources – however all 30 policemen amazingly survived the 15ft wave and winds that wiped out their town.  The town of Slidell is gone, and Pass Christian police dept. is just as hard hit as Waveland.  

Peace Officer Ministries goal is to get a Bible to every peace officer that wants one in this devastated area.  They would like to print more bibles.  You can help at http://www.peaceofficerministries.org/. They are an LCMS Mission Society and have a 501c3 for receipts.
